EV14 - Robert Carre Trust - Duke of Edinburgh Award Code of Conduct  

· Students and parents will be required to indicate their acceptance of the conditions below by signing a copy of this code. Refusal to sign could result in the offer of a place being withdrawn.

· Boys/girls are expected to conduct themselves in a considerate and courteous manner at all times and to behave responsibly. School rules regarding behaviour and conduct apply as you are representing both the school and Duke of Edinburgh.
· Tents and campsite facilities should be kept tidy and due respect paid to the owners and residents/visitors to the sites. Individuals may expect to be charged for any damage caused due to misuse or inappropriate behaviour. Accidents should be reported at the earliest opportunity.

· NO eating, drinking or sleeping in the campsite facilities is allowed at any campsite.

· Boys/girls are not to enter the opposite sex tents or facilities in any circumstances and should be in their tents and quiet between 10pm and 7am (campsite quiet hours unless told otherwise).

· Groups must not cross A or B class roads without a supervisor.  They are to alert their supervisor on the route card to the grid reference and time they wish to cross and await their supervisors. 

· Boys/girls are expected to listen to and follow all instructions given by members of staff. 

· No electrical items are to be taken on DofE with the exception of cameras and watches.  Mobile phones may be taken for use on the bus and to contact home regarding transport but will be collected in by the supervisors for the expedition period.  Anyone found with any electrical items or phones will be deferred.
· No glass jars, tin cans or cans of fizzy drinks are to be taken on the expedition.  

· Emergency contact details will be issued to all groups along with the group mobile phone.  These should be carried at all times.
· No one should enter or play in or around any watercourse of any description during DofE (water sampling aims may be allowed but groups doing these aims will be briefed).

· No fires are allowed on DofE; only trangias are to be used for cooking due to students having been trained on the safe use of these (unless a personal stove has been cleared for use by the DofE CoOrd).

· Boys/girls may not purchase anything during their expedition (money may be required in 20p denomination for some campsite showers).  Students may not purchase or consume alcohol, energy drinks,   tobacco or drugs.  Any attempt to smuggle such items into rucksacks will result in the student being deferred.  

· Boys/girls must not wear inappropriate clothing during the expedition irrelevant of weather conditions (no jeans, strappy tops, revealing shorts, slogans or cropped tops).
